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An Excellent Reason to Donate


The Greater Wheeling Coalition for the Homeless has been approved for a state tax credit program designed to promote charitable community support. The Neighborhood Investment Program (NIP) was established by the West Virginia Legislature in 1996 to increase charitable giving to local non-profit organizations and this is the first year the Coalition has participated in the program. 


Donors who contribute to NIP organizations are eligible to receive a state tax credit worth up to 50 percent of the contribution. These tax credits are used to reduce the liability for the following West Virginia taxes: Corporate Net Income Tax, Business Franchise Tax and Personal Income Tax. 


NIP tax credits are offered on a first-come, first-served basis. The minimum donation eligible for a tax credit is $500; the donation can be made in the form of cash, personal property, real estate, stocks or a combination of these and in-kind professional services. 


There are three primary limitations on the use of the tax credits:


The amount of allowable credit must be used within a five year period, beginning with the year in which the donation is made


Donor may receive no more than $100,000 a year in NIP tax credits


Donor cannot use NIP tax credit to reduce total tax liability on any one tax by more than 50 percent.


Qualifying donors will receive a tax credit voucher (form WV-NIPA-1) from the Greater Wheeling Coalition for the Homeless listing the value of the contribution. Simply attach this voucher with the worksheet (form WV -NIPA-2) to the appropriate West Virginia tax form and deduct the tax credit amount on the appropriate line of the tax return. A Brief History…








Between the 1970 and 1980, a combination of economic conditions and policy shifts throughout the United States resulted in a significant increase in the number of homeless people. 


Growing from a grass-roots organization of local religious organizations, social workers and concerned citizens, the Greater Wheeling Coalition for the Homeless formed in 1986 to address the challenges and problems surrounding the issue of homelessness.


Since inception, the Coalition has worked to provide temporary shelter, assist in the preparation of long-term solutions to homelessness and networked with other agencies to provide a comprehensive level of services for the local homeless population.


Today, the Coalition’s focus on ending the cycle of homelessness begins with an acknowledgment of the fact homelessness does not exist in a vacuum. 


Homelessness does not happen instantaneously, but instead evolves over a period of time as the result of a multitude of precipitating issues. While significant obstacles, poverty and a lack of decent affordable housing are not the only causes of homelessness and they are not the only results. 


The unfortunate reality is there is no single cause of homelessness and there is no single, simple solution.


Working with a broad range of partners and agencies, Coalition staff work to address these issues and enrich the entire community. The Coalition’s work includes:


Providing full-scale supportive services


Building the human capacity of clients through three important stages: emergency shelter, transitional housing and long-term supportive housing


Supporting community emergency shelters by providing payment for shelter beds 


Identifying and implementing long-term, curative measures to prevent and end homelessness


Educating the wider society about the issues related to homelessness


Developing and supporting a seamless system of services in the greater Wheeling area


Establishing appropriate assisted housing opportunities for the homeless


Promoting community planning by identifying systemic gaps in available services


Gathering data to substantiate the need for services to this population


Serving as the lead agency for the Northern Panhandle Continuum of Care
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Homelessness does not target a specific population - it affects men, women, and children all across the United States and right here at home…





The Greater Wheeling Coalition for the Homeless was established in 1987 as a 501(c)3 non-profit organization to provide services to  those affected by homelessness in the Upper Ohio Valley.
